Tiirkiye’den 47 sanatci, 7 kiirator ve sanat yazarinin
calismalarina katkida bulundu.

SAHA Studio kapsaminda programlanan toplantilar,
portfolyo degerlendirmeleri, sergi turlari, sunumlar, at6lye
caligmalar ve arastirma gezileri sanatcilarin sanatsal ve
profesyonel gelisimine katkida bulundu. SAHA, yurtdisindan

kapsaminda yardimei oldu.

Introduction

B SAHA Association is pleased to share its eighth annual
report, summarizing the artistic projects made possible
through SAHA grants, the institutions SAHA has collaborated
with, the launch of the SAHA Studio program and special
programs for members and supporters of SAHA in 2019.

SAHA Association was established in 2011 as a not-for-profit
non-governmental organization with 9 founding members
and 31 contributing members, and began to support artists,
curators, and researchers from Turkey. Over the years, SAHA
has evolved into a larger community, expanding its local and
international networks, and by the end of 2019 SAHA had
become stronger with 106 members, 6 corporate supporters,
SAHA Studio supporters and 36 SAHA+ young supporters.

Until the end of 2019, SAHA has provided almost 2.8 million
euros in grants to support over 350 artists, curators, and
researchers’ projects at 160 non-profit art institutions in 38
different countries. In 2019, SAHA supported 47 artists and 7
curators or art writers from Turkey through 26 different projects,
such as exhibitions, biennials, art festivals, and publications.
By supporting local artists and curators’ participation in the
residency programs in 6 internationally acclaimed institutions
outside of Turkey, SAHA has created opportunities for art
professionals from Turkey to experience working in places and
artistic institutions outside of Turkey.

SAHA Studio, a space and program launched in the summer
of 2019 in Istanbul, has hosted four artists invited by a
selection committee. SAHA Studio provided invited artists for
a period of minimum six months with a studio and coworking
space, curatorial advice, funding and assistance for research,
production, public programing for the Open Studios. The
program of meetings, portfolio reviews, studio visits, exhibition
tours, presentations, workshops, and research trips have
contributed to the learning and professional development of
the invited artists. In 2019, SAHA also hosted 15 artists and
curators from abroad in Istanbul within the curatorial program
to facilitate their accommodation and research in Turkey.

SAHA's member programs were planned around institutional
collaborations and the projects SAHA has supported.

The member programs focused on the local and global
contemporary arts through conversations and meetings, visits
to artist studios and private collections, curator-led exhibition
tours, and study trips within and outside of Turkey.
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Kar amaci glitmeyen uluslararasi sanat kurum ve
kuruluslari, Tiirkiye’den davet ettikleri gorsel sanatgi ve
kiiratorlerin proje, yayin ve program tiretim biitceleri
icin SAHA'ya bagvurabilirler. SAHA, kurumlardan gelen
bagvurular degerlendirip desteklemeye karar verirse
projelerin hayata gecmesi i¢in dogrudan kurumlarla
igbirligi icinde caligir.

International non-profit art institutions and organizations
may apply to SAHA for the production, publication and
program costs of the invited artists and curators from
Turkey. SAHA directly collaborates with the institutions for
the realization of the project if and when the application is
evaluated and approved.

was a new moving image work that presents the totality of
the artist’s visual archive from June 10, 2006 to March 21,
2018. The work presents a continuous stream of unedited
content, ordered in a chronological format, 128 hours and 22
minutes in duration, which traces over a decade of personal,
social, and political change from the banality of life’s small

moments, to the birth of Cennetoglu’s daughter, to the
documentation of her artistic practice, numerous protests,
ceremonies and cemeteries.

The exhibition is accompanied by a publication with a joint
contribution by Sohrab Mohebbi and Thomas Keenan,
Director of the Human Rights Project and Associate
Professor of Comparative Literature at Bard College.

“Exile Is a Hard Job” is the title of this first major retrospective
of the Turkish artist Nil Yalter, who was born in 1938 and has
been living in Paris for over fifty years. In her work, Yalter
examines socially relevant issues that also affect her, such
as life in exile and the role of women. She is also interested
in marginalized social groups, especially immigrant workers,
with whom she interacts directly, lending them a voice
in her work. Her works often react to political events and
social conditions, such as the sentencing to death of a
Turkish activist, daily life in a women’s prison, and the living
conditions of “guest workers.” Language plays an important
role for Yalter, along with cultural influences from the Middle
East, Turkey, and Western Europe. From the beginning of her
career, the artist has dealt with feminist issues, including
migrant and queer perspectives. This makes her work seem
more relevant than ever today.
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Alongside the exhibition, Yalter's poster work “Exile Is a Hard
Job/Walls” was exhibited in public places in Cologne. The line
“Exile is a hard job”, taken from a Turkish poem, is written on
the posters by residents in locally used languages: German,
Turkish, Arabic, Russian, or Polish.

The exhibition is accompanied by a publication, edited by

Rita Kersting, with a preface by Yilmaz Dziewior and Tom
Eccles, essays by Lauren Cornell, Fabienne Dumont, and Oviil
Durmusoglu, as well as an interview with Nil Yalter by Rita
Kersting.

The exhibition comprises newly commissioned works that
poetically explore the meanings of migration, cultural
heritage, belonging and displacement. The project is inspired
by a floor mosaic in Berlin’s Pergamon Museum known

as the Alexandrine Parakeet Mosaic (160—150 BC) that was
taken from the ancient Palace of Pergamon (now Bergama

in Turkey). The exhibition title alludes to the neighborhood
adjacent to the Pergamon excavation site, where some of the
houses are built on a bridge, thus appearing to be suspended
between the earth and the sky, like a bird perched on a

tree. The figure of the Alexandrine parakeet is a motif that
resonates throughout the works. Through video, sculptures
and mixed media installations Buytiktasciyan offers us in
“Neither on the Ground, nor in the Sky” a temporality that is
non-linear—a liminal place—, and allows us to travel through
history while turning us to our unruly present.

Almost immediately, bigger commercial art galleries bought
or restored buildings a few steps away from the construction
site. Despite its proximity to the center of the city, Dolapdere

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is traditionally a working-class neighborhood, housing a
mixture of cultures and people—including Romanis, Kurds,
immigrants from Africa and Central Asia—, run-down
Orthodox churches, car repair shops, and mannequin
producers. Now it is destined to be a valley of art and tourism.
The same pattern can be observed in most of the populated
cities in the world—contemporary art inevitably becomes an
“infantry troop” of the real estate developers. By mimicking

a word challenge game, the artist creates an—almost
perfect—anagram from the name of the neighborhood:
Dolapdere becomes Eldorado. Like the Spanish conquistadors
of the Middle ages, the developers dive into the jungles

of the city and change the diversity and authenticity of the
neighborhoods to make their fortunes in gold.

The exhibition is accompanied by a book, edited by Basak
Senova, and includes a set of texts by Branko Franceschi,
Basak Senova, and Sinan Logie, hovering around the issues
of gentrification along with Ali Cabbar’s artistic research.

Bringing
together a wide range of resources from the Carboniferous
period to today, the exhibition takes the form of a spatial
collage that draws analogies between love, nature, and
culture.

Working with a variety of media, from video and text to
installation, Alglin often works in context-specific ways and
according to set parameters, using ordering systems to
suggest that meaning is never as fixed as we might think.
Identity, borders and desire are also central subjects in her
installations, where seemingly disparate collections of objects
are placed together to reveal an array of connections that
bind personal experiences with hard facts. In her exhibition
“Day Craving Night”, Algiin continues to intertwine notions of
geological and human boundaries; what drives us apart and
what happens in the space in between.

For SAHA Studio, a 350 m2 space that had previously used
for arts and culture in the Beyoglu district in Istanbul was
repurposed in the spring of 2019. With this space, SAHA's
goal is to respond to the needs of the current ecosystem

by hosting artists, curators, and art professionals, while
building global networks with art professionals.
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The artists for the first term at SAHA Studio were selected by
a selection committee experienced in residency programs.
For the nomination and selection of artists in 2019—2020,
SAHA's board appointed educator and curator Vasif Kortun,
artist Hera Blyuktasgiyan, and the founding director of SAHA
Studio and curator Celenk Bafra, who also approached five
independent art initiatives that SAHA supports to nominate
artists from different regions of Turkey: Torun in Ankara, sub
in Canakkale, Loading in Diyarbakir, Hayy and Karantina

in Izmir. The artists were invited based on their need and
potential to benefit from SAHA Studio as well as their
possible contribution in the program through their individual
and collective experience. Criteria of age and media were

not taken into consideration whereas inviting at least one
artist from outside of Istanbul was one of the priorities. The
first term of SAHA Studio was held between August 2019

and February 2020 with the participation of four artists from
Turkey: Larissa Araz (1990, Istanbul), Alper Aydin (1989,
Ordu), Ozgiir Demirci (1982, Izmir) and Sibel Horada (1980,
Istanbul). In October 2019, Alesha Mercado, a curator from
Mexico conducted research on Turkey at SAHA Studio as the
first guest of the curatorial program of SAHA Studio. Through
the new partnership between De Appel Curatorial Programme
and SAHA Studio, emerging local curator Naz Kocadere
works between Amsterdam and Istanbul until Summer 2020.

Artists started working at the SAHA Studio at the beginning
of August and at the beginning of September, the first
visitors were members and supporters of SAHA. In Fall
2019, SAHA organized studio visits and portfolio reviews by
the directors of and curators from internationally renowned
institutions, including the New Museum, Metropolitan
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Museum, Athens Contemporary Art Museum, Delfina
Foundation, Liverpool Biennial, Tate Modern, Tate Saint Ives,
Manifesta Biennial, Queens Museum, Freeme, Kochi Muziris
Biennial, Hesse Culture Foundation, V-A-C Foundation,
Berlin Biennial, Open Space, Artworks, Rijksakademie, De
Appel Curatorial Programme, Bergen University Curatorial
Practice, Tokyo Contemporary Art Museum, and Van
Abbemuseum, etc. Numerous curators and artists from
Turkey and from abroad also visited SAHA Studio and
discussed their works with the artists.

Two of the SAHA Studio artists visited Venice Biennial

and other art institutions in Venice in September with the
SAHA team and members. In November, the other two
artists went to Amsterdam for RijskOpen and ArtWeekend
to be acquainted with the arts and culture scene of the
Netherlands. In Istanbul, the artists have visited art
institutions, collections, and artist studios, and followed
the special programs for the members of SAHA. They had
conversations and meetings with participants at other
artist-in-residency programs in the city, including Arter
Research Programme, Tarabya Cultural Academy, Istanbul
Biennial production and research program, Be Mobile-Create
Together, Depo & Berlin Senate residencies.

The residents also had meetings with independent art
initiatives and art critics supported by SAHA. Furthermore,
they had a workshop with the artist Yasemin Ozcan to
produce ceramics at SAHA Studio.

First SAHA Studio Open was held on 19 December 2019,
and artists made public talks and performances to present
their practice and research. The projects that the artists
completed at the end of SAHA Studio were shared with the
public SAHA Studio Open on 20-22 February 2020 following
a press conference and preview on 19 February 2020. New
videos, photographs, sculptures, and installations of the four
artists were premiered, accompanied by a three-day program
of panel discussions, conversations and performances as
well as assessment meetings.

Begin to See through the Darkness

Begin to See through the Darkness departs from the story of a fig
tree emerging from the belly of Ahmet Cemal, who was killed
during the war in 1974 in Cyprus. The location of a fig tree in

a cave accessible only from the sea is investigated in a region
close to Limassol, a place not suitable for the cultivation of
the fig tree, and eventually the research evolves into a search
expedition reaching the lost corpses of three Turkish Cypriots.
The fig, which was the last meal of Ahmet Cemal before he was
killed, grows with the sunlight leaking through a hole at the
top of the cave, which had been detonated with dynamite, and
turns into a tree. The fig tree growing from the belly of Ahmet
Cemal, which serves as both a war archive and a cemetery,
blurs the relationship between soil and identity.

Traveling to Cyprus to find this tree, the artist looks at the
story through myths of light, cave, and shadow, adding her
own travel experience to this research. In the installation,
while the light falling on a soil altar examines the sin and
the relationship of the human body with the soil, the coffin-
sized photographs of the cave tree focus on the relationship
of historiography with death. The shadow of the lost fig tree
that lies on the floor of the space opens up a confrontation
with the past and the future for our subconscious. Thus,

it makes people think about the war and the mental and
physical destruction that existed after the war.

Interpreting the boundaries that are not accepted by the
involved parties, the bodies that are still missing and the
transformations of the identities in the light of the lands
that cannot be embraced, Araz tries to position the political
meaning of the absences as well as the presences in the
political imagination.

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® Born in Ordu in 1989, Alper Aydin completed his studies
in the Sculpture department in the Gazi University Art
Education Faculty after study at the Painting Department
of Ordu Anatolian Fine Arts High School. Through an
Erasmus exchange program, he studied sculpture, video,
and performance in Italy in 2010. He received his graduate
degree from the master’s program at Gazi University

with the graduate thesis, “Land Art in Turkey” and he
completed his PhD in 2019 at the Hacettepe University
Sculpture department with the thesis, “The Dialogue
Between Body and Nature”. The artist researches the
physical circumstances of the environments he is in,

as well as the idiosyncratic flows in nature, working

in photography, sculpture, installation, performance

and temporary setups using natural materials to make
interventions in nature. By observing, collecting, and
adding new forms, he leaves behind temporary traces,
transforming the place. He has been producing with the
Ankara-based artist-initiative Pelesiyer, where he is also
one of the founding members.

Among the exhibitions he participated in are: “Till It's Gone”
Istanbul Modern (2016); “A Good Neighbour”, 15" Istanbul
Biennial (2017); “Ways Out from the World”, Cappadox
Contemporary Art Exhibitions (2017); “Deep Current”
Heybeliada Seminary (2019). The artist has previously
participated in the artist residency program at Cité des Arts
and worked in Istanbul between August 2019 and March
2020 within the scope of SAHA Studio.

The Way

With interventions in the forested areas in Izmir Nazarkdy
and Belgrade Forest, Aydin suggests a new path for the flow
of water through a labyrinthine path that he has made with
clay. The water previously flowing with the natural angles
and coves in nature now continues to flow through the
shapes dictated by the labyrinth. As the perfect form of the
clay structure is affected by the process, the water returns
to its natural path. The labyrinth’s previously determined
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exit and entrance and the nature’s own way of emergence
and disappearance can be observed in the process; human
intervention in nature and nature’s own intervention into
this constructed process create a cycle of two dynamics
interwoven, each with its own rules.

560.000 Years

The Yason Cove, where the artist’'s home is located, hosts a
bell glass placed in a tree trunk that has completed its life
cycle as a result of the floods triggered by global warming;
the bell jar is home to a small-scale ecosystem of plants
and a coccyx, which is the tailbone. The monkey sculpture
is the focal point of the installation, representing the
beginning of people on this earth. the sculpture’s passive
viewership reminds viewers that within the life-death or
emergence-disappearance cycles of nature, the human
presence is made moot and the tragic end that is expected
is unavoidable, as presented in the contemplative look in
the monkey’s eyes.

Breath Project

With this project, Alper Aydin is trying to grow edible plants
with the human breath using the process of absorbing the
oxygen, which gives life to the body, and its transformation
into carbon dioxide. The breath that emerges from the body
in the work is what makes the artist feel his own existence
and hence the condition of being human. In this sense, the
project takes place as a body image against the human being.
In the project, basic vegetables necessary for human life are
grown in the bell glasses using air from human breathing
and water. Carbon dioxide is given as needed in intervals
based on observation, and the room that they are in is 12
hours night and 12 hours day, illuminated with artificial light.
The size of the bell glass varies according to the size of the
plants. While asking the question of whether he can create
nature from his own body through human actions, Aydin
tries to create a new nature where he can meet his own
needs to replace the nature he has destroyed.

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The Things I Want to Tell You

Ozgiir Demirci presents a story of a journey towards the
source of spiritual, physical and historical wounds and
healing that come to life with a person and / or acquired
later. It turns the points where the wound and ointment
meet and separate to produce a two-channel performative
video with two different texts and designed sound and
music for each. Starting from bodily healing, the artist
becomes aware of the parts of social, environmental,
political and spiritual wounds under the skin and thus turns
to the issues that feed them.

Battles were fought, lost and “won”. When the journey

is interrupted with anticipation, uncertainty gives rise to
isolation. The days, which are all identical, take freedom
under captivity and life is forced to lead horizontally.
Healing as a method of coping with all that is left behind

is made possible only by standing up. As the disease runs
parallel to the ground, healing draws a vertical path from
the soil to the sky. The wound'’s road map forms hills made
up of hollows and mounds in nature. When the sensory
organs are unable to fulfill their duties, just like the soil that
dries up when water is withdrawn, the only place oxygen
can enter is through the removed scab on the wound. The
pain felt turns into the oxygen of the one who needs it.

The patient creates a ritual by crawling on countless hills,
scraping with their nails. The disease, which is presented as
a gift and makes sense of the days, follows an invasive path
unless its source dries up. In this case, the re-assurer and
the reassured are the same person. The demolition period
follows order. Improvement comes after the order, and then
it is replaced by the one behind it. This cycle is similar to
that in nature. Healing creates a space to continue. This is
a place where reflections are washed away with salt. It is
the power that flows into the source of the wound, exists

in the matter and moves towards it in the appropriate
environment.

® Born in 1980 in Istanbul, the artist completed her
undergraduate studies in Visual Arts at Brown University
(USA) in 2003 and received her M.A. in the faculty of Art and
Design from Yildiz Technical University (Turkey). Her work
focuses on collective and personal histories with an interest in
urban, archaeological and ecological cultures. She investigates
memories of erasure with stories that weave together strange,
coincidental details. Using text and forms, she materializes
her encounters in poetic sculptures and installations.

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Taksim [Division] Means to Divide

During her residency at Saha Studio, Sibel Horada experienced
Taksim Square every day on her way to and from the studio.
Given the weight of Taksim’s history in the spectre of its current
transformation and the impossibility of anticipating its future,
she struggled until she began to imagine that the maksem,

an old water structure after which Taksim is named, is still
functioning, metaphorically.

Taksim Means to Divide. The name of the square comes from

the maksem, an 18" century water distribution structure built

to divide the water coming from Maslak (Istanbul’s current
financial district), which literally means ‘continuously flowing
water pipeline’. The Taksim Magsem is still located at the end
of Istiklal Street, on the corner of the old water reservoir behind
the Taksim Republic Monument and the mosque currently under
construction. Here, the rate at which water was distributed
among three neighborhoods was negotiated daily by means of a
dynamic mechanism. Although the expanding city has actually
interrupted the historical waterway, the artist imagines that this
magqsem quietly maintains its resource allocation function. She
associates the flow and interruption of water with the flow of
people, traffic, time and memory, the flow of currency and with
ideological, political as well as artistic regimes. A performative
artist talk provides insight into the ways in which architecture in
Taksim has dynamically attempted to control these flows.

Learning that the Taksim Republic Monument was designed and
built as a public square fountain, which was never connected

to running water, she explores the possibilities of generating

a space of creativity in still water. In a video work, she uses

the water accumulated inside the basins on two sides of the
monument for the art of marbling. This provides a peculiar way
of asserting presence in Taksim square.

By applying this traditional ornamentation technique to daily
newspapers, she produces a self-defined relationship with current
affairs. We thus begin to see newspapers as aesthetic creations
that signify specific moments within the flow of time.
